HOLY PLACES, HOLY LIVES 
 Roman Catholics in the United States at the be-
ginning of the twenty-first century have had more than 
their share of experiences of unholy things going on in 
holy places. And, in light of the extreme reaction that 
Jesus has to this phenomenon at the Temple in today’s 
Gospel, it may seem unusual to be celebrating what, on 
the surface, seems to be a feast of a building: the pope’s 
cathedral church for his role as the bishop of Rome, the 
cathedral of St. John (the Baptist) Lateran. Throughout 
time, human beings have come to discern, through the 
Spirit, various physical locations for the work and activ-
ity of God: creation, the Ark of the Covenant, the Jerusa-
lem temples, the womb of a Galilean girl, a cross and 
tomb, an upper room. All these physical places have the 
potential to be sources of holy things, of God’s ongoing 
grace in the world. As we hear in today’s Gospel, we 
must always look to Christ, the one, eternal, always-holy 
dwelling place of God. Then we who are baptized must 
pray that we always be guided to lead holy lives in holy 
places, in all places, at all times.
